The Police Reform and Social Responsibility Act (2011) places a duty on Police
and Crime Commissioners to produce an Annual Report. The report should cover
the exercise of the PCC'’s functions in the financial year and the progress made in
meeting the Police and Crime Plan. The report should be presented to the Police
and Crime Panel for comment and recommendations, and then a formatted
version produced and published.

The attached Annual Report covers the period April 2023 to March 2024 and is
submitted to the Police and Crime Panel for comment.

The process of bringing the Draft Annual Report to the Police and Crime Panel
has been slightly delayed due to the Local Elections that look place in May, and
the decision to defer certain items that were due to be considered during the pre-
election period.
